
THE HUNTER TOUR 2023

The courses were all in excellent condition and our first outing at Hawks Nest was universally acclaimed. In 
excellent condition after the Pro/Am over the two preceding days, it has tight tree-lined fairways with large greens 
and excellent fairways and I think everyone would like to go back. Maitland, too, was in good condition and also 
well liked. Kooindah Waters is tough! Not everyone likes this track and but it was in good condition despite the 
greens being lightly cored last week. It is well bunkered with lots of hazards lining most fairways and plenty of 
water.  
 
No survival ball came home and, similar to last year, the first hole in play claimed at least one victim to take the 
pressure off, but group 1 got it as far as the 17th to take home the prizemoney. 
 
The pub was excellent as usual and I heard no complaints. The food was good and the bistro queue to order on 
Saturday night was at times 15 metres long but the wait wasn’t that bad and we had nothing else to do anyway.
