
HUNTER TOUR 2024 
24-26 April 

 
We missed touring the Hunter in ’20 and ’21 because of Covid which broke a sequence of 17 successive 
annual tours to the area, so this year became the 20th visit and also the smallest with just 13 players and, for 
the first time ever, we had all three fictitious ghostly helpers filling in the vacant spots. 
 
Although down on numbers it worked well for us although the weather was a real mixed bag and recent 
consistent rain left the courses on the first two days pretty wet but not as bad as they were in ’22. Maitland 
on Saturday saw us tee off in threatening weather and we didn’t get much rain during play but the course 
was very wet and we constantly had to clean mud off the ball. On Sunday at Hawks Nest we had drizzly rain 
and light showers all day and the course was marginally better than Maitland from the mud point of view 
but casual water on the greens presented some occasional extra difficulty. However at Kooindah Waters on 
Monday the weather was superb and the course in great nick. 
 
The Tour Championship was a tight finish with 1 shot separating 3 players coming into the last day at the 
tough Kooindah Waters layout with John Vallins prevailing in the end to take the champion’s title by a single 
point and the Gold Team winning the team’s event.
